Matters arising from last meeting
A good response from parents willing to volunteer for the P1-3  after school activity Fitness for Fun Club . They will train with the Active Schools Coordinator Craig Chalmers and Mrs Leleux in December . They will be ready to start  in January with initial supervision from Craig. The children involved will gain so much through parental involvement.

P1 questionnaire will be given out every year with a date change as appropriate . The third induction day for new P1 children would be a good forum for a Parent Council representative to speak to the parents and give out the forms.

Head Teachers Report
Mrs Kirkwood thanks Alex for  all her work on behalf of the Parent Council as she resigns by letter. This now leaves two places open on the Parent Council. Penny will contact parents interested in joining for 2009 and proper procedures will be followed.
The school has had a busy time with an inspection from HMI involving P3, P4, P6 and P7 regarding Religious and Moral Education with lessons being observed in these classes and questioning of the children. This also involved Mrs Kirkwood, Mrs Leleux and  Staff. The feedback given was very positive ,superb ethos, innovative lessons, highly motivated children and in general a buzz about the school.  All senior pupils were praised and well behaved with the School Captains giving an impressive tour of the school. Points raised were constructive regarding the children’s views on their own religion. No individual school report will be given.
Kirklandpark has been awarded the Health Promotion-Gold Award and are now one of only a few  schools in this category. A lot of work was involved in achieving this award ending with a visit by a representative from the Health Board and the Education Authorities who interviewed parents and were given a tour of the school by the School Captains. 

The Curriculum for Excellence evening was a great success with every class being involved and a large attendance from parents etc. The feedback has been very positive especially regarding the interaction between the children and the  teachers. 

The school is to be involved in a camel procession arranged by Avendale church from Kirklandpark to the church where the P1-3 Nativity will be performed. This promotes involvement of the school in the community.

There will be a Christmas Service at Rankin Church for the first time  involving the whole school  and any parents etc. are welcome to attend.

HGIOS 3 performance indicators are being revised and updated. Staff are looking at the school profile, performance indicators and Curriculum for Excellence in groups.( Mrs Kirkwood discussed the indicators with the Parent Council and will continue at the next meeting.)

The School Handbook 2008/2009 is in the process of being put together.
