Matters Arising from Last Meeting

Elaine advised that at present it is still anticipated that KP will be refurbished not rebuilt and that this is unlikely to happen prior to the Councils given date of 2015.  Although KP is approx 29 years old it is still in fairly good condition. Keith Burrell is dealing with all immediate repairs. The access road potholes have been temporarily filled and discussions are taking place between Roads and Leisure relating to totally resurfacing. Elaine advised PC that a list of minor adaptations has been sent to Keith Burrell and PC will be advised of response as soon as possible.

Elaine has requested that the children, parents and local neighbours be vigilant in light of recent vandalism. She has been advised that CCTV can prove to be ineffective as vandals often where ‘hoodies’ to disguise themselves. The possibility of 8ft fencing was looked at and may in the future prove to be the only option but Elaine has concerns about the impact on KP’s overall image. Discussions about the larger issues here were entered into by a number of PC members. Ruby asked if security lighting could be another option and this was also noted.

Soap Dispensers have now been installed in all toilets with no misuse recorded - they have proved a success with the children.

Paulo brought up the issue of promoting KP’s successes - Elaine advised that these are promoted to parents via the monthly newsletter and the wider community via the local press - Echoes recently photographed P3 in Allison Green on health week picnic day initiative and the Sunflower walk also received news coverage.

Head Teachers Report

£560.00 raised from Book Fayre during parents evenings - poetry books for all year groups have been purchased and each class received £47 to choose addition reading material. Thanks to Anita Bennie for her enthusiasm and support with this fundraising event.

On the 4th June, KP will be holding the first Pupil Council meeting. 

Mrs Black has arranged for children from all local primaries to meet and share ideas.

Due to next years P1 intake of 49 (approx) children, a vacancy has arisen for 1 more full time teacher. It is anticipated that Debra Smith will be joining KP in August - this position may only be for 1 year depending on the following year’s intake. 

Elaine noted that this year’s parent’s evenings had been a great success with most parents taking the time to see their child’s teacher (despite the football!).

This week has seen the P1’s first induction day on Wednesday and the P6 Buddy training day at Strathaven Hotel on Monday - some superb ideas came from the P6’s, Induction CD Rom, ‘touchy/feely’ name tags for all new P1’s, one to one buddying at first school dinner time with P1’s.  The training day included guest speakers and team building exercises. Elaine also asked the children to complete feedback sheets, the majority of which confirm the children found this a worthwhile experience. All children are given the opportunity to buddy and there are many different roles including paired reading buddies, classroom buddies, playground buddies, nursery, tuck shop and dinner buddies.

AIFL leaflet was given to Paulo and will be placed on website for everyone to read.

A stand has been organized for Reception area to store relevant parent leaflets and information - making these more easily accessed by all parents.

2008/09 PC budget now downloaded - £138 admin, £300 clerk fees.

Consultation document on rural schools passed to Paulo to respond to on behalf of PC if possible.

Additional Support Needs Amendment Bill also received by Elaine to respond to - PC can also respond.

Educational newsletter - training courses noted for PC members including National Conference for Parents and Parent Councils - copies and more info will be held on file - anyone wishing more details - contact Stella.

Parent Questionnaire date revised - Paulo to get paper copy to Stella/Office hopefully Thursday or Tuesday at latest. Deadline for returns to be set as Friday 30th.

Paulo asked any PC members who have spare time to contact him asap in order to help complete any outstanding PC jobs.

Elaine discussed the introduction of GLOW as SLC Development Priority, it is anticipated that once up and running both the school website and the Parent Council website will be accessed through GLOW. Lesley Wright is currently training Neil Beebee. Glow was recently piloted in 12 schools and is now being rolled out to all SLC schools.
